Dear Applicant

Thank you for your interest in the teaching vacancy at Beverley Grammar School.  I hope you will find this information helpful.  

Beverley Grammar School is an oversubscribed 11 - 18 boys' Comprehensive School which converted to become an Academy in July 2011.  It was founded in 700AD by St. John of Beverley, thus making it the oldest school of its kind in the country.  Public examination results at both GCSE and 'A' level are well above the national average.

The Ofsted Reports of February 2003, July 2006 and September 2008 said that this is “an outstanding school”.  They commented on the “most impressive ethos in which learning flourishes”.  

At present there are 871 boys on roll.  There are 59 members of staff.  At Sixth Form level all teaching is done in conjunction with Beverley High School for Girls with whom we run a Joint Sixth of some 320 students.  All students have teachers and teaching on both school sites.

The school is situated on a large, pleasant site in the south-west corner of the ancient market town of Beverley.  The oldest building (1902) houses the Art Department;  the main building dates from 1935;  other buildings (the Technology Block, Sports Hall, Science laboratories) have been added in recent years.  An Expressive Arts Block was opened in 1999 providing Music teaching and practice rooms, English teaching rooms, a staff working and social area and a Drama Studio.  A new Dining Hall opened five years ago.  A new Sixth Form block was completed four years ago.  A new staff room extension was built for September 2005 and the front entrance and offices were refurbished in 2007.  We are a school that is intent on going forward.

Students enjoy a wide range of sporting, music and other extra-curricular activities.  We are keen to continue to expand these opportunities.

I hope you feel that you would like to work at Beverley Grammar School and look forward to receiving your completed application form.
