Re-sits in January 2013  -  Information for Y13 students

In certain subjects, teaching Staff will be making entries for A2 Units on your behalf for January 2013. In the case of these first attempts at an A2 Unit, you do not need to take any action, and the cost of entry will be met by your School.

However, it is your responsibility to arrange the entries for re-sits for AS/A2 Units.  In order to enter for a re-sit you must complete a simple form (available from the 6th Form Common Room and Study Room at BGS, and at BHS), ask your subject teachers to sign the form, and pay the appropriate fee.

Please read these notes very carefully before you complete the form.

1. You are unlikely to receive any tuition in class specifically for a Unit that you re-sit. It will be up to you to organise your preparation and revision time sensibly. Furthermore, time spent revising for a re-sit Unit may affect your preparation for Units that you are taking for the first time in January 2013. Please think about these workload implications before you submit a re-sit entry.

2. You will be asked to pay for all second and subsequent attempts at an AS or A2 unit. You will be asked to produce the appropriate fee before an entry is made. The costs are shown on a separate sheet. Please note that not all Unit fees are the same within each subject. In some cases AS Unit prices are different from A2 Unit fees, and the fees for Units involving a practical element are often considerably higher. Please check the fees carefully before you bring your re-sit form to the Exams Office.
3. Please make cheques payable to ‘Beverley Grammar School’. You do not need to make out separate cheques for each Exam Board – just one cheque to the school to cover the total cost. If you pay by cash, please bring the exact amount.
4. You must obtain a signature on the form from appropriate Staff (both members of Staff, if taught at two sites), in order to show that you have kept Departments informed about your intentions. 

5. It is your responsibility to check with subject Staff that there have been no changes to the subject content since your last attempt at a Unit (e.g. a change of set text).

6. We will not enter students for the AS Award (AS grade) in January 2013, unless you specifically ask for this. In a subject that you are continuing to study up to A level, your main concern is likely to be a better mark for the AS Unit in order to boost your total marks for the subject at the end of Year 13. If this is the case, a new AS grade may not be a priority. However, if you are re-sitting an AS Unit in a subject that you no longer study, you may well want to request a new overall AS award in January. The Exam Board will always use the best result for each Unit in calculating an AS or A level grade. So, if your re-sit result turns out to be less good than your first attempt, the better (first attempt) result will be used, and your original AS grade will stand. Alternatively, rather than request the award when making your entries, you may choose to wait until you receive your Unit results in March 2013, and request aggregation (ie. an AS grade) at that point, if you calculate that your results would give you the grade you need. Please ask if you need further explanation about this!
