2.2.1 Gorbachev: Warsaw pact leaders. I bring you here today, to discuss my plans. To reform the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe, to bring a more open and successful communist regime. Furthermore, I am committed to non-intervention into the affairs of your country.  

2.2.2 Hard Line-Random Leader: What! you cannot do this, this pact is the  ultimate power on Earth. You cannot abandon us.  

2.2.3 Gorbachev: Do not be so confident of the pact, which had brought terror and misery upon your people. It is becoming insignificant to the power of the west and marxist-leninist communism.

Close up, of a most disgruntled Gorbachev. He holds up a hand, and the hardline leader appears to be have difficulty breathing.


2.2.5 Gorbachev: I find your lack of faith disturbing.

2.2.6 Nicolae Ceausescu: Gorbachev release him. None of us here believe that you will change anything.

2.2.7 Gorbachev: You underestimate my power.


Act 2, Scene 3
“Gorbachev Strikes Back”

Few years later

2.3.1 Voiceover: In the next few years Gorbachev started to introduce these policies. As these were introduced, more reforms were demanded by the people of eastern Europe. 


This just includes Gorbachev going round telling people whilst moving his hand, “ these are the new policies you are looking for.” The people he is telling will then say. “these are the new policies we are looking for”. 

Cuts to Gorbachev, behind a presidential lecturn. Similar layout to the galactic senate, the site of the legendary duel of Darth Sidius and Master Yoda.


2.3.2 Gorbachev: Members of the Warsaw pact summit. The Soviet Union has left Eastern Europe scarred and deformed, but its resolve has never been stronger. With my powers, I declare that all troops of the Red Army including tanks and aircraft will be withdrawn from eastern Europe.

2.3.3 Voiceover: Following this, and an extreme turn-about was seen and  which ultimately ended communism.

Act 3, Scene 1
“Kill Wall (The Complete Edition)”

3.1.1 Announcement: Disclaimer. All of the following events are true. Except for most of the blood, violence, death, guns and general chaos.   

People are going crazy, running around everywhere, shooting in the air and smashing windows extra. Man is punching the berlin wall with his fists, they bleed and fall off. Another man gets a bazooka and fires it at the wall, killing several people in the process.

He continues to sing, whilst he is singing, explosions, blood and bodies, fly everywhere, etc. A fire cracker hurtles towards his roaring chest of hair, and in an almighty cataclysmic explosion, David, is shredded to pieces, resulting in a thermonuclear explosion, devastating the landscape, and ruining local farm land for ever more. Fade to black ->!




Act 3, Scene 3
“Germany Unchained”

Car trunk is opened, two people are present, looking down into a trunk. Camera angle changes to Gorbachev who has been bundled in trunk, He is then pulled out, and is forced onto table chair.   

3.3.1 Helmut Kohl: Would you pass the tasty currywurst 

Gorbachev passes the tasty currywurst

3.3.2 Helmut Kohl: And the tasty vodka to wash it down

Gorbachev passes the tasty vodka to wash it down

3.3.3 Helmut Kohl: Also, erm...(burp) pass the complete Reunification of East and West Germany, and the acceptance of becoming a member of the North Atlantic Treaty Organisation.

Gorbachev thinks for a moment. Even more western music. Close up of Gorbachev and Helmut Kohl’s eyes. 

Gorbachev pulls out a gun. He points its it in the general vicinity of Kohl. Kohl looks shocked, turns to run. In slow-motion Gorbachev fires off three shots. They go past Kohl and hit a random guy in the background. One bullet goes through each of his eyes, and the other in his mouth. Blood pours down the walls, screams and sirens can be heard. Gorbachev turns back to Kohl.

3.3.4 Gorbachev: Germany is a unique country. It values things and has things others can’t even comprehend. Makes and does things that leaves others with a sense of disbelief and confusion. So what do you do to that country? You rip it apart. You divide it, fracture it. Isolating an entire nation into two halfs. Then you create a symbol of this segregation, keeping it simple. Act 4, Scene 1

The mist hangs in the air, clinging to their faces with a cold yet familiar embrace. Suddenly the sun emerges from the winter clouds, and dazzling rays of light feed the ground with rejuvenating warmth. He had a great sorrow over how his people have ceased to be citizens of a once great power. The legacy the cold war had left was also the constant progression in space explora...

The camera zooms out, the scene turns into a 2D platform ign game. The icons for each character are shown and the characters begin to move. Random jumping and heart losses occur until MC dies (SAD MUSIC OCCURS, possibly a close up of MC FACE)

Some Small Teachers sit at the side of the platform crying, PM attempts to drag them along. 

5.3.1 Boromir: For pity’s sake Peter, give them a minute. 

5.3.2 PM: By nightfall, this school will be swarming with zombies.

With bitter determination to avenge the death of his friend, PM continues with an unaltered determination, fighting off the siege.
